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Elements of Informed Consent

1) Identify who you are and your institutional affiliation.  University research entails using university letterhead.  State your status.

2) Explain purpose of the research--in simple terms as appropriate for the participants in the study.  Consider age and language of participants.

3) Explain the circumstances of the research and what it entails--what procedures and what is generally expected of subject, including duration of participation

4) Describe what risks there are to the research, including any discomfort.

5) What potential benefits there are to the research, both for the participants and in general.

6) Whether information will be confidential and what steps will be taken to insure this confidentiality.  Consider who will see data, who can’t see data, how people will be protected.

7) Let the subject know that they do not need to participate and that they can withdraw at anytime from the project, without any kind of penalty.

8) How to get more information about the research project.

9) Some way of granting permission--written, or whatever

10) How to contact someone for more information on their rights.  Kathy Graham at UCSB.

Working with minors:

1) Consent from parents and child.  Implied consent for very young children.  Institutional guidelines.

2) Need to report abuse.

3) Maintain permission forms until all participants are 21 years old.

Students will not get into any trouble at school or with the mentoring program by not participating in the interviews.
